What else: The airport is officially opening its second assistance animal/pet relief area and
dedicating it, with a special plaque unveiling, to Cid, the first Harbor Police explosive
detection dog at the airport. Cid passed away from natural causes last year and was a
beloved member of the airport family. A beautiful black German Shepherd, Cid bravely
helped ensure the safety of passengers at Lindbergh Field for 11 years. In 2003, SDIA
became one of the first airports in the nation to offer an assistance animal/pet relief
area. Featuring a unique and convenient design, it is the second of three such areas
the airport will eventually have.

The San Diego County Regional Airport Authority was established by state law to operate San
Diego International Airport and to address the region’s long-term air transportation needs. The
Airport Authority is governed by an appointed Board representing all areas of the County. San
Diego International Airport—funded through user fees and not local taxes—served some 18.3

million passengers in 2007.
